The Films

We are looking for the filmmakers own interpretations of ‘Northern Ireland’ plus who and/or what they think are the ‘Giants of Northern Ireland’. We will challenge them to develop a story around these ideas. Below are some guidelines that might help in the ‘idea generation’ process.

Helpful ideas:

a) Icon: The Ship Builders – What was life like working at Harland & Wolff when Titanic was being built. What was a typical day like for the shipbuilders? Pretend you are a shipbuilder & create a video diary!
b) Literature: Your own re-telling of a classic C.S. Lewis story / or a tale inspired by one of his books – e.g. The Lion, The Witch & The Wardrobe / Prince Caspian etc.
c) Sport: A documentary exploring the life and achievements of one of Northern Ireland’s great sporting heroes.

d) Literature: An animated interpretation of a famous work by Northern Ireland playwright Brian Friel or poet Seamus Heaney.

e) Music: Documentary – Visit the local sites where Northern Ireland’s musical greats first performed to the public OR a documentary on one specific venue that helped launch a number of notable careers.

f) Myth: A dramatic re-telling of the Finn McCool legend!

g) History/Future: A personal story about an individual who has lived through Northern Ireland’s recent troubled past and their hopes for the future.

h) Place: Create an original story set in one of Northern Ireland’s most famous historical landmarks.

i) Journalist: Follow in the footsteps of John Irvine and create a fictional news programme where you are reporting from Northern Ireland as the country prepares to celebrate ‘Our Time, Our Place’.

j) Actor: A factual film exploring the history of Belfast’s Lyric Theatre. Highlight the heritage of the theatre & the many varied careers that began on its famous stage including Liam Neeson and Kenneth Branagh.

k) Other/International: Create a documentary using vox-pops asking your friends & peers what their views and opinions are on Northern Ireland. Ask them to name their Northern Ireland Great!
